He is experienced in rattle, drum, and regalia
making; singing, drumming; and beadwork which he learned from respected tribal elders.

Mr. Ellis, a New Jersey Folk Arts Apprenticeship Grant recipient is chiefly responsible for
demonstrating the tribal nation’s arts to the public, representing the tribe to surrounding
communities, and offering education in Native American culture.
